Dear Participants, 
 
 The 12th annual Havertown Ryder cup will be held at Hickory Valley Golf Club in 
Gilbertsville, starting FRIDAY July 11th and ending on SUNDAY July 13th, 2008. 
 
 The Tournament will consist of two 24 men teams competing in various formats 
against each other over a span of three days. The teams will be selected using a draft 
system by the respective team captain. Since no handicaps are considered, Joe 
Sweeney and Fran George (both +9) have agreed to take the helm. The draft will be 
conducted at J.D. McGullicutty’s on Tuesday, May 27th. at 7:30pm   
 
 The tournament will be laid out in the following match play formats: 
 
Day 1  (July 11)  - 18 holes  - Presidential - 12 points 
  
 -  18 holes are format #2 (2 man best ball, 12 points available) 
  *** Tee time – 2:30pm - shotgun *** 
  
  - Beef and Beer 8pm-10pm 
 
 
Day 2  (July 12)  - 36 holes  (Ambassador AM – Presidential PM) - 24 points 
 
 - 1st 18 holes are format #1 (2 man scramble, 12 points available) 
  *** tee time is 8 am  *** 
 - 2nd 18 holes are format #3 (2 man alternate shots, 12 points available) 
  *** tee time is 2 pm  *** 
 
 - Beef and Beer 8pm-10pm 
 
 
Day 3 (July 13)  - 18 holes  - Ambassador - 24 points 
 
 - 18 holes are format #4 (individual match play, 24 points available) 
  *** tee time is 8 am *** 
 
 - Catered reception for entire family 3:00pm -??? 

 
  
 



The fee for each team member is $300 and is to be paid in full 
by May 9, 2008 to be eligible for the draft. This fee includes 
the following: 
 
 - greens fees and cart for 4 rounds. 
 - Official Havertown Ryder Cup Memorabilia. 
 - Beef and beer following each day of golf. 
 
  
The winning team is the first team to reach 30 1/2 points and $1500 will be donated to 
the winning captain’s charity.  
 
   

Draft 
 
When- Tuesday May 27th, 2008   - 7:30pm 
Where – JD McGillicutty’s - Ardmore 
How: 
 A coin will be flipped to determine drafting order. And as golfer are drafted, 
 they are placed in groups -  
  Draft picks 1 thru 12 will be group “A” 
  Draft picks 13 thru 24 will be group “B” 
  Draft picks 25 thru 36 will be group “C” 
  Draft picks 37 thru 48 will be group “D” 
 
 After draft, each team will have 24 players. 
 

Formats 
 
 
1) 2 man scramble- 
 This format will place 1 “A” player and 1 “C” player from team one vs. 1  
 “A” player and 1 “C” player from team two. Also, no minimum tee shot 
 required! 
 
  Examples - 1 “A” and 1”C” play 1 “A” and 1 “C” 
    1 “B” and 1 “D” play 1 “B” and 1 “D” and so on... 
 
2) 2 man best ball -  
 This format will place 2 players from a group for team one vs. 2 players  
   From the same group of team two. Each player will play own ball for each  hole, 

and low score among teammates will be team score. “ARCTIC” rules will be in 
effect, roll everywhere except “HAZARDS”. 

 



  Examples - 2 “A”’s play 2 “A”’s 
    2 “B”’s play 2 “B”’s 
    2 “C”’s play 2 “C”’s 
    2 “D”’s play 2 “D”’s 
  Ex- Team One     
         Player 1 - scores 5 
         Player 2 - scores 6 
   ** Team score for that hole is 5 ** 
 
3) 2 man alternate shot - 

This format will place 1 “A” player and 1 “D” player from team one vs. 1 “A” player 
and 1 “D” from team two. A tee off order is determined: 

 
  Examples-  1 “A” and 1”D” play 1 “A” and 1 “D” 
    1 “B” and 1 “C” play 1 “B” and 1 “C” and so on... 
 
   “A” player tees off hole #1 
   “D player tees off hole #2 
   “A  “”   “”   “”   “”   “”     #3 
   “D  “”   “”   “”   “”   “”     #4 and so on... 
 
 After the tee shot, the other member of the team will hit shot 2 and then  
 The player, who hit shot #1, will hit shot #3. This will continue until the 
 Ball has entered the cup!  “ARCTIC” rules apply! 
 
4) Individual match play -  

This format will place one player from a group for team one vs. one player from 
the same group of team two.  “A” players can only play “A” players  and “B” 
players can only play “B” players, and so on... “ARCTIC” rules apply !!! 

 
PARINGS 

  
The captains will submit the parings, before tournament begins.  
 Day 1 - team 1 captain puts up paring for first foursome and team 2 captain 
 matches. Then team 2 captain puts up paring for second foursome and team 
 1 captain matches, and so on until finished...
